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The History of the Methodists of 

Kingõs Somborne. 

Methodism is said to have been 

established in Kingôs Somborne 

through the work of Mr Richard 

Payne, a small man, who was a Local 

Preacher and  who had a draperôs shop 

in the High street in Winchester. 

Kingôs Somborne had the reputation of 

being a rough, rather unsavoury place, 

frequented by gypsies and all sorts of 

undesirable characters. However, he 

felt he should go and preach there and 

so he did one summer Sunday 

afternoon.  He was met by a gang  who 

ducked him in the village pond. The 

same thing happened the following 

week. The third week he was more 
successful as a band of women led by 

ña massive amazonic   Jezebel ñ  went 

and threatened the lads if they did it 

again. The women listened to him and 

gave him a meal. Such was the 

response to his message that a society 

was started, the exact date of which is 

not known. 

The house of Mary Pidellworth was 

registered for worship in 1802, but it is 

likely this was an earlier abortive 
effort prior to Payneôs preaching.  The 

next registration was in 1823 at the 

house of Moses Ray.  The next year 

the society considered building a 

chapel; a plot of land was bought in 

1824, and a trust formed in 1826, but 

the chapel was not built until 

1828.This was the chalk-walled, slate-

roofed building that still stands in the 

village. The society here joined the 

Wesleyan Methodist Association. 

Before long however, Kingôs 

Somborne also became a preaching 

place of the Primitive Methodists, and  

this work originated from Andover and 
was not  connected with the 

Winchester circuit. In 1832 the house 

of George Brice was 

registered for worship, and 

by the early 1840s there 

were about 30 members; 

t h e re  a re  f req u ent 

references in the Andover 

Circuit Quarterly meeting 

minutes to ócamp 

meetingsô, ótea meetingsô, 

óprotracted meetingsô and 

ómissionary sermonsô in 

Kingôs Somborne  and 

elsewhere in the locality. 

All this time the Primitive 

Celebrations at the Methodist 

Church in Kingõs Somborne

Methodists had no chapel, but land 

was bought in the late 1860s and a 

chapel built in 1871; this is the 

building currently in use 140 years 

later ! 

For nearly 50 years the Primitive 
Methodis ts ,  and later United 

Methodists, had their separate worship 

barely 100 yards apart and both 

chapels flourished but then the 

numbers in the Primitive Methodist 

congregation began to decline as 

families moved away and some 

emigrated and by 1919 there were only 

2 members left. It was decided to 

discontinue worship and to offer the 

building to the United Methodists who 

accepted this gracious offer and 

transferred their worship there. The old 

chapel was used for social meetings 

for a while and then sold in 1959. 

A new hall , óThe Epworth Hallô was 

opened in 1989 and is used frequently 

by village organisations as well as the 

church and the wider Winchester 

circuit to which Kingôs Somborne now 

belongs.

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Village Hall News 
Building work on the pavilion 

continues apace and should be 

completed within the next couple of 

weeks.  As might be expected we have 

encountered one or two unexpected 

problems but hopefully these have now 

been overcome.  It is proposed to have 

a formal opening ceremony in July 
when the Football Club will be holding 

an invitation football tournament and 

representatives from the Football 

Foundation and other bodies will 

attend. 

Now that the work on the pavilion is 

nearly finished the Development 

Committee has been considering the 

next phase of the re-furbishment of the 

hall. The proposal is that we will 

co n ve r t  t h e  s t o r a ge  ro o m/

groundsmanôs store into a community 

room and in order to replace the 

s t o rag e  wh i ch  we  wi l l  b e 

relinquishing,  we propose to build on 
at the side of the hall. The Parish 

Council has put money aside in this 

year's budget to help us with this 

development but we hope that this sum 

can be used as a trigger to obtain 

additional grants from TVBC and the 

County Council. These bodies will be 

making decisions about awarding 

grants in the next couple of weeks so 

we have rapidly drawn up a business 

case and submitted drawings together 

with three estimates of the cost of the 

new development. We will initially be 

seeking outline permission and we will 

refine the plans at a later date once we 

have received decisions about our bid 

for grants. 

We have now agreed with the pre-

school group that the pre-school will 

start in September. In order to meet 

this deadline we will have to increase 

the security of the hall and we will 

meet in the near future to decide 

exactly what we need to do to ensure 

that we meet Ofstedôs requirements. 

We are delighted to have reached an 
amicable agreement after a protracted 

period of discussion.

Secure your Shed 

Theft of garden equipment is a 

serious problem and many people 

store expensive items in their garden 

shed. Check that your shed is locked 

and secure and consider fitting an 

alarm. 

* Check your household insurance 

policy covers you for thefts from your 

garden and outbuildings and take the 

following security advice to ensure 

your property will not be stolen. 

*  Check that the shed windows are 

covered to hide the contents.  

*  Have you security marked your 

garden tools and possessions with a 

bold marker pen, 

including your 

postcode and house 

number?  Lawn mowers and other 

tools are less attractive to a thief if you 

write your postcode and house number 

across the top.  

*  If you have a ladder out, put it on its 

side and lock it to a secure fixture with 

a padlock or a heavy duty chain. You 

donôt want thieves to use your own 

tools to break into your house.  

*  Fit decent locks to your shed door. 

The fittings should be bolted through 

the shed door and reinforced at the 

back with a steel plate.  

*  Padlocks used externally should be 

no less than 6cm wide and made of 

hardened steel. A 'closed shackle' type 

is best, as thieves cannot get the likes 
of a crowbar through the shackle to 

break it.  

*  Consider fitting any shed windows 

with an internal grill fixed to steel 

plates.  

*  For sheds that have exterior door 

hinges - replace existing screws with 

security screws. They are designed so 

that they cannot be unscrewed once 

they are screwed in.
